Heritage Alert

On May 30", Grant County filed alegal action in
Circuit Court againg Boscobel GAR Hall
Preservationists, Inc. demanding the immediate
return of “personal property described as historical
memorabilia which included flags, pictures, medals,
coins, military items and books of the value of One
Hundred Thousand Dallars ($100,000.00).” These
items are GAR properties of which the Sons of Union
Veterans of the Civil War are thelegal inheritors by
deed of conveyance executed in 1954. The Sons
position on these particular items has been that the
conservators of those items over the past 75 years
have been the Woman’s Relief Corpsand the
Boscobel GAR Hall Preservationists, Inc., and that
they are NOT the property of Grant County. Y our
secretary is of the personal opinion that thisis merely
a flagrant attempt without a basisin law or common
decency to acquirethe artifactsin question for the
Grant County Historical Society, Grant County being
a surrogate claimant to achieve their aims. | urge
those of you from Grant County to contact your
County representatives and register your opinion on
their action.
